($1,000). Once awarded, the scholarship is renewable for up to a total of four (4)
years, upon demonstration of satisfactory progress toward a degree. Applicants are
to be graduating seniors or graduates of Chariton High School. Preference will be
given to incoming freshmen, although current college students in an agriculture or
natural resources field may apply.
